Placed over 25 Audubon Adventures.  Partnered with Native Bird Connection to make classroom presentations of live birds by Native Bird Connection and provide Audubon Adventures.

MDAS assisted in the extensive plantings of native grasses and plants.  MDAS also assisted in the planning and funding a viewing platform for interpretation at the marsh.
