Selected Accomplishments July 2004-June 2005



Public Education

· Provided dozens of Audubon Adventures programs to school classrooms. Many new Adventure presentations included visits with members from MDAS and live birds from Native Bird Connection, our education partner.

· Thousands of people learned about MDAS at numerous nature festivals.  Don't forget to come to the San Francisco Bay Wildlife Festival at Mare Island, Jan. 28-29!

Member Service

· Substantially enhanced our web site www.diabloaudubon.com. 

· Assumed the management in August of 2004 of the now renamed "East Bay Birders Sightings", it is for reporting unusual and/or rare bird sightings in the East Bay Area counties of Contra Costa and Alameda. We have continued to develop and expand this great service. Check it out through our website.

· Ten membership meetings educated and entertained over 800 people.

· Ten issues of The Quail educated and informed hundreds of MDAS member households.

· 45 guided field trips gave members the opportunity to enjoy wildlife and habitat.

· Ten beginner bird walks coordinated by Wild Birds Unlimited and Charles Groff introduced 122 people to the beauty and joys of birding.


Conservation
· MDAS, East Bay Regional Park District and Mountain View Sanitary District cooperated in various projects at Waterbird Park and McNabney Marsh. MDAS conducted hands-on conservation projects including clean up of the marsh uplands, and planting native vegetation.

· MDAS members were on the habitat restoration task force for Heather Farm Park in Walnut Creek.  Previously we have developed a bird list for the park and contributed to a native plant list.

· MDAS members developed and supervised the very successful Quail Restoration Project at Borges Ranch in Walnut Creek.

· Strengthened our relationship with the Feather River Land Trust which is successfully striving to protect the ecosystem in a long time favorite birding area of MDAS-Sierra Valley in NE California.  We have financially supported this organization for two years.

· Completed two Christmas Bird Counts with over 100 volunteers participating.

· Compilation of Contra Costa County Breeding Bird Atlas is continuing as are preparations for publication. This is a culmination of eight years of work by MDAS volunteers.

· The California Bluebird Recovery Project offered protection to cavity nesters through the establishment and monitoring of thousands of nest boxes.

· MDAS is involved in the planned restoration of Pacheco Marsh, adjacent to McNabney Marsh.


Goals for 2005-2006

Please help us to fund our local programs and to increase the number of people we educate and serve. The continued success of these fine programs is assured by your support and donations. Important community programs and goals in 2005-2006 include:

· Participate in the study and plans for the conversion of Concord Naval Weapons Station to public use.  This is one of the most environmentally important events in our county for many decades. 

· Further enhancement of the native vegetation at McNabney Marsh at Waterbird Park in partnership with East Bay Regional Park District.  

· Improving the water habitat of McNabney Marsh to benefit the birds.

· Establish monthly bird walks for families at McNabney Marsh and Waterbird Park in the spring of 2006.

· Continued participation in restoration projects at Heather Farm Park and Borges Ranch in Walnut Creek.

· Working on the development of the Oak Restoration Project  

· Developing MDAS website (www.diabloaudubon.com) and improving East Bay Birders Sightings for education, communication, and membership growth.

· Continued expansion of our school-based educational programs and outreach.

· 45 field trips, ten monthly meetings and ten issues of The Quail.

· Two Contra Costa County Christmas Bird Counts and the Contra Costa County
Breeding Bird Atlas compilation and pre-publication planning. 
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
